Parade Rules: 
All participants must be at the school by 9:00 am to line up. Judges will preview the entries.1.

Each unit in the parade must display a sign with the group’s name on it so that the judges and the

announcer can easily identify the group as it passes by the judging area

2.

Each unit must provide a description of the group for the announcer to read3.

Bike riders must wear helmets4.

Each unit must keep a safe distance (approximately 2 car lengths) away from the unit ahead of it5.

If there are animals in a group, there must be someone within the group to “scoop the poop”6.

For safety, do NOT throw candy or other items into the crowd. Instead hand items to parade viewers 7.

Three monetary prizes will be awarded – one prize for each of the following categories:   8.
